On a separate piece of paper answer the following questions - Remember to find primary and secondary sources to use as your evidence to support your topic sentence.  On the links you will find primary sources (quotes) and secondary sources (text and video).  You may also use your Social Studies book for additional evidence.

· Review slide 4, Abigail Adams -   Where was Abigail Adams born?  Why were her letters to her husband, John Adams, so important? 

· Review slide 5, Phyllis Wheatley -  Where was Phyllis Wheatley born and where did she live as a slave?  What was the main idea of her poems in relationship to the War for Independence?

· Review slide 6, - Where was she born?  What was the importance of her plays?

· Review slide 6, Molly Pitcher - Where was she born?  What active role did she play in the War for Independence?

· Finally, review slide 8 for your writing prompt.
